INSTALLATION OF THE SOFTWARE BOX32 AND KEYCARD

The PC interface is supplied with a CD-ROM named KeyCard Tools, including the Box32 and KeyCard software, and with an additional CD-ROM including the drivers for USB.

For the installation in the PC of the Box32 and KeyCard software, proceed as follows: (Windows must already be installed)

1) Switch the PC on and start Windows.

2) Insert the CD-ROM named KeyCard Tools.

3) Choose the folder with the application you want to install (KeyCard first and then Box32).

4) Open the folder, start the program setup.exe and follow the instructions.

5) Connect the PC Interface, by means of the cables supplied with the unit, as shown in Fig. 1

The folder KeyCard Tools, containing the sub-programs BOX32 and KeyCard, is created in the PC during the previously described installation procedure. These sub-programs respectively concern the management of statistical data and of the keys/cards.

! WARNING

If the PC does not have standard serial portals but only USB portals, it is necessary to connect the Interface by means of the serial/USB adaptor cable which is supplied with the equipment. 

In order to use this cable it is necessary to install the USB driver in the PC, following the instructions contained in the KeyCard Tools CD-ROM.

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DESCRIPTION OF FIELDS IN THE SW KEYCARD (SEE FIG. 2)  

1) Pull-down menu that contains the following options:

Settings / read / modify

Settings / automatic formatting

Settings / bonus: it allows setting the fields related to the bonus mode

Settings / operator code: allowing the setting of the operator code (non displayable).

2) Allowing the selection of “read / modify” or “automatic formatting” modes (to start with “automatic formatting” mode, insert a key/card and follow the instructions displayed at the bottom of the window).

3) Write command for a single key (enabled choosing “read / modify”).

4) Command to load the previously saved default data in field 9).

5) Command to store the data of field 9) as default data.

6) Black List command to create a Black List up to 500 keys/cards (see instruction “Special Keys”).

7) Field of values read from the key/card.

8) Selection of the type of key/card to be programmed: sales and free sales.

9) Field of values to be written into the key/card.

10) Selection of the discount level to set into the key/card: level 0, level 1, level 2, level 3.

11) Field of bonus.

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MANAGEMENT OF DATA FOR THE KEYS 
1. System configuration 

Enter the File/configuration menu and select the desired parameters "serial portal, acoustic alarm, language and decimal point".  

! WARNING

In the same menu it is possible to insert a password which, if inserted, will be requested each time the program is started.   

To modify this password it is necessary to install the KeyCard program again.

2. Selection of the Operator Code:

Each Vending Operator will have to enter the desired operator code (Settings/Operator Code) into the keys/cards replacing the default code (00000001). 

! WARNING

If a key belonging to another vending operator is inserted in the PC Interface, the message “Wrong Operator Code” will be displayed and the key/card cannot be read or written.
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
